
2026 Scholarship Award 
Official Rules 

1. Henry County REMC (HCREMC) will provide one-time, $1,000 scholarships to six 
individual students based upon merit.

2. Applicants must be high school seniors whose parent(s) or guardian(s) are current 
members of HCREMC at the time of application and scholarship award. The 
children of HCREMC employees or directors as well as the children of the 
Operation Round Up board are ineligible to apply. 

3. Applicants must have a 3.00 GPA or higher through the first semester of their 
senior year. NOTE: An official transcript MUST be submitted with application. 

4. Applications must be completed, appropriately signed, and mailed or delivered 
(in person or electronically) to Henry County REMC by 4:30 P.M. on Friday, 
February 6, 2026. An official application must be used. Incomplete or illegible 
applications may be discarded at the judges' discretion. 

5. A committee will select up to twelve finalists to be interviewed. Scoring will be 
based upon a maximum of 5 points for achievements outside of school, 5 points 
for achievements inside of school, 5 points for academic GPA & scholastic record, 
and 5 points for student evaluation or letter of recommendation.

6. The finalists will be invited for an interview at HCREMC with an independent, 
external panel where they can earn up to 5 additional points. The points from 
the pre-screening carry over. 

7. Scholarships will be paid after successful completion of one term in college and 
continued enrollment at an accredited college or technical school. Checks will be 
made out to the accredited college or technical school where they are enrolled. 

8. The decision of the scholarship selection committee is final and not subject to 
appeal.
